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V I N E Y A R D   This wine comes from a single three-acre Chardonnay vineyard Larry Hyde introduced to me in 

2008. It belonged to one of his oldest friends in the Napa Valley, Steve Beresini, and was planted three decades 

ago with cuttings Larry gave Steve. We call this plant material – Hyde Selection Wente Clone (Old Vine 

chardon-nay). Today it produces a minuscule crop, usually between one to two tons per acre, with clusters half 

the normal size. Only ten barrels.

V I N T A G E Ample winter rains provided welcome soil saturation for the growing season and canopy 
development. Spring was a bit cooler and rainier than in the last couple of years, resulting in bud break and flowering 
being delayed a few weeks compared to 2018. May rains had minimal impact to flowering, and warm summer 
weather helped the growing season catch up from its delayed start, yet many vintners started their harvests a week or 
two behind the 10-year average.
